MAINTENANCE & CARE INFORMATION

Congratulations and high five on successfully assembling your new Skywalker Trampolines 10' Round Trampoline
with Enclosure! Now, the best way to keep your new trampaoling in tip top shape, is to periodically check for:

e Missing, improperly positioned, or insecurely attached frame padding, netting, enclosure tubes, or foam sleeves
e Punctures, frays, tears, or holes worn in the mat, frame padding, netting or foam sleeves

= Deterioration in the stitching or fobric of the mat, frame padding or netting

o Ruptured or missing springs

e Bent or broken frame, leg or enclosure tubes

s S0gging bed or netting

e Sharp protrusions on the frame, suspension system or enclosure tubes

If wvou notice any of the above conditions, pleose disossembla the trampaoline andfor the enclosure net until new
parts are ordered!

Moving the Trompoline and Enclosure

If the trompoling and enclosure needs to be moved, it should be moved by two persons, kept harizontal, and lifted
slightly. If necessary, the trampoline and enclosure can be taken apart for moving. To take the trampoline apart,
follow the assembly steps in reverse order. Do not attempt to take the frame sections, legs, or bases apart before the
mat and springs have been removed.

To reduce the risk of serious injury; read and follow oll of the warnings, precautions, and instructions in this manual before you use the
trampaling enclosure. Warnings and instructions for care, maintenonce, and use of this trampaoline and enclosure are included to promate safe
enjoyable use of this equipment

It is the responsibility of the ownar and supervisors of the
trampaling and enclosure to moke sure all users obey the
sofety instructions given in this monual, The trampaoling should
only be used with mature, knowledgeable suparvision,

Secure the trampoling and trampoline enclosura against
unouthorized and unsupervised use If you use o ladder o
get an and off the trampoline, be sure t remove i0when the
trompaoling ond enclosure are not being used.

Ee sure there is enough clear spoce above the trampoling and
enclosure before use, TS hest to hove at least 24 feet (7.3
meters] of cleor spoce above the ground. This space must be
clear of wires, tree limbs, and any other possible hozards.

Lateral [sidewoys) clearance is very impaortant. Do not ploce
the trompoline and enclosure near walls, buidings, fences,
sidewalks, and other ploy areas. Always keep o cleor spoce on
all sides of the trompoline and enclosure.

Remove any objects that could interfere with the performer.
Maintoin o clear area around and under the trampoline

Be sure the trampaling and enclosure dre on a level surface
before use.

Ahways inspect the trompaoline and enclosure before each

Usa, Make sure that the frame, padding, netting, enclosure
tubes, and foom sleeves are correctly and secursly positionad.
Reploce amy worn, defective, or missing parts. [Jumpers may
be hurt if the trampoline and enclosure are used when they are
in poor condition.]

Bounce only when the surfoce of the mat (bed) is dry. There
should be very little or no wind or air movemnent. The trampoline
and enclosure must not be used in gusty or severs winds.

The trampoline and enclosure fromes are mads of metal, They
ara not grounded and will conduct electricity. For this reoson,
an electrocution hozard exists. Mo lights, electric heaters,
extension cords, or household electrical opplionces are  be
permitted on the rampaoling or in enclosure at any time.

Use the trampoling and enclosure in an ared with lots of light
If the trampaline ond enclosure are indoors or in shady areas,
wou may need to us artificial felectrical] ighting in the area.

During the winter months, the trompoling soft moterials wil
need to be removed and stored in o dry ploce. If left up in the
winter maonths, it moy couse domage to the springs, jump mat,
spring pad, and enclosure, The warranty will e void

This trampoling and enclosure is made for users who wigh
less than 175 lbs.

Trampaling over 20in. (51 cm) tall are not recommended for use
by children under & years of age.

The trampaling enclosure is to be usad only with the siza of
trampaline for which the enclosura is designed.

Misuse and abuse of the trompoline enclosure is dongerous
and can cause Serious injury.

D0 NOT attermpt to crowl under, jump over, intentionally bounce
off of, hang from, climb on, kick, or cut the barrier netting.

While keeping heod erect, focus eyes on the trampoling toward
the parimeter. This will help control bounce

Stop bouncing by flexing knees os feet come in contact with
the trompoline bed. Learn this skill before attempting others.

Avoid bouncing too high, Stay low untl bounce contral and
repaated londings in the center of the trampoline con be
accomplished. Control is more important than haight,

Avoid bouncing when tired. Keep turns short

Learn fundamental bounces and body positions thoroughly
before trying more advanced skills, & variety of trompoling
activities can be corried out performing the bosic
fundaomentals in vorious series and combinations, performing
one fundomental ofter another, with feet bounces between
tham.

For additionol information concerning the trampoline equipment
contact the manufocturer. For information concerning skill
troining, contact o certified trampaoling instructor,

Do not use or stand near the trampaoling in windy or gusty
conditions, A trampoline con Decome airborne when exposed
o sustoined wind or gusting wind conditions, This con result in
serious injury, paralysis, or death, os well s property domage
To reduce these risks, disnssemble the trampoling and
enclosure and store them until weother conditions improve,
Anchoring o trampaoling frame may prevent the trompoline from
moving 0s a result of the wind, but even anchored trampolines

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METHODS OF ACCIDENT PREVENTION

THE SUPERVISOR’S ROLE IN PREVENTING ACCIDENTS

It is the responsibility of the supervisors of trampoline users to provide knowledgeable and mature supervision. They
need to know and enforce all of the rules and warnings printed in this manual to minimize the likelihood of accidents
and injuries. They also need to inform users of these rules. During periods of time when supervision is unavailable

or inadequate, this may require that the trampoline is taken down, placed in a secure areq, or otherwise secured
against unouthorized use. Another option that may be considered is covering the trompoline with a heavy tarp

that can be secured with locks ond choins. Itis the responsibility of the supervisor to maoke sure that the plocard
with trampoline safety instructions is kept posted on the trampaoline and that jumpers are informed about these
instructions.

THE JUMPER’S ROLE IN PREVENTING ACCIDENTS

Education on the part of the user is a must for sofety. Users must first learn a low, controlled bounce and then learn
the basic londing positions and combinations before proceeding to intermediate skills. Jumpers must understand
why they hove to master “control” before they can start thinking about other moves. Understanding the proper
progression of skills in jumping on a trampoline must be the first lesson. Review this manual to learn obout the basic
technigues for using the trampoline. Follow the rules on the plocard with trompoline safety instructions (see step [
in assembly instructions). For further information or additional instructional materials, contact a certified trampoline
instructor.

TRAMPOLINE SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
For the Supervisor

Read the instructions before using the trompoline. Enforce all of the safety rules. Become familior with the
information in this manual so you can help new users learn basic jumps and all users follow trampoline safety. All
trampoline users must have mature, knowledgeable supervision, regardless of their skill or age. This trampoline is
not recommended for use by children under & years of age. Inspect the trampoling before using it. Do not use the
trampaline without the frame pad securely in place to cover the frame. Do not use the trampoline in wet or windy
conditions. A worn or damaged mat, spring, or frame piece should be reploced immediately.

Jumping

Learn fundomental jumps and body positions thoroughly before trying more advanced skills. Know your own limits
in performing each of the trampoline jJumps. Study this manual to learn how to do basic jumps. Stop your bounce
by flexing your knees as your feet come in contoct with the trampoline mat. Learn this skill before attempting any
others.

HAZARDS ASSOCIATED WITH HIGH WINDS

A trampoline with an enclosure can be moved or blown over by high winds. Anyone in its path, or inside of the
enclosure, may be injured if this happens. If you expect high winds, take down the enclosure netting and stake the
trampoline frame to the ground, or move the trampoline and enclosure to a sheltered location. The only sure method
to protect your trampaoline and the surrounding environment during high winds is to completely disassemble the unit
and store indoors. Domage due to wind or weather is not warranted.
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INSTRUCTIONS & MODEL LESSONS

The following lessons are examples of an instructional program. They should follow o complete discussion and
demonstration of body mechanics between the supervision and the student(s).

1. Mounting and dismounting: Demonstration and practice of proper technigues.

2. Fundamental bounce: Demonstration and practice.

3. Breaking: Demonstration and practice. Breaking on command
4. Hond ond knee drop: Demonstration and practice, stressing four-point landing and alignment.

Once each of lessons are learned, the student should now be encouraged to design and organize routines, with
emphasis on good form. The instructor may judge or grade students and arrange groupings for further instruction
accordingly.

To stimulate interest in competition, the game of “Trampoling Horse” can be introduced. Before the game begins,
students must count off To start the gome, student number 1 performs a stunt. Student number 2 then mounts the

trampoline, performs the same stunt and odds o second stunt. Student number 3 mounts and performs stunts 1and

2 and adds a third stunt. Thus the series of stunts is continuously lengthened. The first person to miss a stunt in the
series ossumes the letter "H" and starts a new series with o stunt. If o person misses again, he assumes the letter

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TRAMPOLINE SAFETY INFORMATION

In trampoline use, as in all active recreational sports, participants can be injured. However, there are steps that can
be taken to reduce risk of injury. In this section, primary occident patterns are identified and the responsibilities of
supervisars and jumpers in accident prevention are described.

ACCIDENT CLASSIFICATION

Somersaults (flips): Landing on your head or neck, even in the middle of the trampoline mat, increases the risk of
o broken back or neck, which con result in poralysis or death. Such events can occur when o jJumper makes an
error trying to perform a forward or backward somersault (flip). Do not perform somersaults(flips) on this backyard
trampoline.

Multiple Jumpers: More than one jJumper at a time on the trompoline increases the chance of a jumper becoming
injured by losing control of his or her jump. Jumpers may collide with one another, fall off of the trampoline, fall onto
or through the springs, or land incorrectly on the mat. The jumper weighing the least is the jumper most likely to be
injured.

Mounting and Dismounting (Getting on and off). The trompaoline mat is several feet above ground level. Jumping from
the trampoline to the ground or any other surface may result in injury. Jumping onto the trampaline from a roof, deck,
or other objects also presents a risk of injury. Smaller children may need assistance getting onto or down from the
trampoline. Climb carefully onto and off of the trompoline. Do not step onto the springs or the fame pad. Do not grosp
the frame pad to pull yourself onto the trampoline.

Striking the Frame or the Springs: Injury may result from hitting the frome or falling through the springs while jJumping
ar getting onto or off of the trampoline. Stay in the center of the mat when jumping. Be sure to keep the frame pad in
place to cover the fame. The frome pad is not made or intended to support the weight of trampaoline user. Do not step
or jJump directly on the frame pad.

Loss of Control: Jumpers who lose control of their jumps may land an the mat incorrectly, land on the frame or
springs, or foll off of the trampoline. A controlled jump is one where the landing is in the some spot as the takeoff,
Before learning o more difficult stunt, you should be able to do one over an aver with control. Attempting a stunt
beyond present skill levels increases the chance of loss of control. To regain control and stop your jump bend your
knees sharply when you land.

Alcohol or Drug Use: The chance of injury increases when a jJumper has consumed alcohol or taken drugs. These
substonces impair o person’s reaction time, judgment, and physical coordination.

Encountering Objects: Jumping on a trampoline while other people, pets, or objects are underneath it will increase
the chance of getting hurt. Jumping while holding or having an object on the trampoline, particularly one that is
sharp or breakable, will increase the chanee of injury. Placing o trompoline too close to overhead electrical wires, tree
limbs, or other objects can increase the chance of injury.

Poor Maintenance of The Trampoline: Jumpers may be injured if a trampaoline is in poor condition. A torn mat, bent
frame, broken spring, or missing frame pad, for example, should be replaced before anyone is allowed to jumnp.
Inspect the trampoline before each use.

Weather Conditions: A wet trampoline is too slippery for safe jumping. Gusty or high winds can couse jJumpers to lose
control. To reduce the chance of injury, use the trampoline only when the weather is good.

Access; To prevent access to the trampaoling by unsupervised smaller children, the optional access laddear should
always be token away ond stored in a sofe plaoce when the trompoling is not in use.
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ENCLOSURE SAFETY INFORMATION

NEED FOR TRAMPOLINE ENCLOSURE SAFETY

A trampoline enclosure is a recreational product. The information on this page identifies important sofety
precautions. The precautions are not all-inclusive, because an enclosure can be used In ways that this manual
cannot cover completely.

To prevent pinches and cuts during enclosure use, a frame pad must be installed on the trampoline (see the
trampoline manufacturer’s instructions). The frame pad must be placed on the trompoline before the enclosure is
erected. The frame pad reduces the chance of injury from accidental contact with the springs and frame.

USING THE ENCLOSURE SAFELY
Adult Supervision of Children

Children using a trampoline with a trampoline enclosure must be supervised by adults. Young children must be
supervised constantly. Adults must pay particular attention to:

e Things that children bring into the enclosure

s Children'’s activities inside the enclosure

¢ Conditions inside the enclosure while children are using it
¢ The way children enter and exit the enclosure

Additional details of saofety enclosure use are described below:
Electrocution Hozard Associated with the Metal Frame of the Trampoline and Enclosure

The trampoline and enclosure frames are made of galvanized steel. They are not grounded and will conduct
electricity. For this reason, an electrocution hazard exists. No lights, electric heaters, extension cords, or household
electrical applionces are to be permitted on the trampoline or in the enclosure at any time.

Hozards Associated with Entering and Exiting the Trompoline Enclosure

A trampoline enclosure installed on a trampoline is raised off the ground. The height of the enclosure increases

the risk of a fall when a jumper is entering or leaving the enclosure. Young children especially may have difficulty
entering and exiting the enclosure. To reduce the risk of falling, always help young children to gat into and out of the
enclosure.

Enter and exit the trampaoline enclosure only through the door of the enclosure (the opening in the netting walls).
The trampoline mat (bed) and the netting walls of the enclosure are separate pieces. No jumper, especially young
children, should ever leave the enclosure by going out between the mat and the netting walls. Trying to get out this
way creates o risk of choking from being caught between the trampoline frame and the netting walls.

Dorkness increases the chances of a foll when a jumper is entering or leaving the enclosure. Do not use the
trampoline unless there is plenty of lighting provided.

Hozards Associated with Animals, Sharp or Breokable Objects
To avoid damage to the trampoline enclosure and the trampoling, do not allow pets or other animals inside of the

enclosure. The claws ond teeth of animals con damage the netting. Do not jJump on the trampoline while holding or
wearing o sharp or breckable object.
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LIMITED WARRANTY

Skywalker Holdings, LLC warrants its products to be free from defects in material and workmanship under normal
use and service conditions. The steel frame is warranted for three (3) years after the date of purchase. All other
parts are warranted for one (1) year after the date of purchase. Warranty coveroge extends only to the original retail
purchaser from the dote of original purchase. This warranty is only valid concerning products used for residential
use. Products used for commercial use, such as schools and daycares, will not be covered.

Loss or damage to Product Due to: Loss or damage caused during shipping or coused by abuse, misuse,
improper or abnormal usage or authorized repair are not covered by this warranty and may also void the
warranty.

Unauthorized Replacement Parts: The warranty will become void if any defects or domages are
associated with the use of unauthorized replocement parts. All replocement parts must be obtained from
an authorized agent

Assembly Service: The warranty does not cover acts or omissions provided by a third-party assembly
service.
