THE FRONT HOLE WHILE THE CRUSHER IS RUNNING to
see where it is. The following ball may push it out and cause
eye injury. If the next ball does not push it through, then turn
the Crusher off before attempting to find the ball. You should
be able to dislodge the ball easily by tilting the Crusher forward
to eject the ball.

STEP 8: **** IMPORTANT ****

The Left & Right Variable Speed Control
Knobs adust the speed of each motor in
the Crusher. If both knobs are all the way
up, the motors might not spin at exactly
the same rate. This may cause the
machine to pitch fast balls inaccurately. To
correct this problem, turn the knob on the
faster spinning motor down so it is spin-
ning at the same rate as the other motor.
This will make the balls pitch accurately.
For left & right curve balls, adjust one
motor to spin slower than the other.

STEP 6: Slide Part (G) through the center
hole in the Tri-Pod Base (F) and
screw into threaded hole in Part (l).
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/’itch Height Adjustment
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Slide the push-pin up
and down the back
leg to adjust the pitch
height.
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STEP 7: Make sure the Crusher is turned off.
Slide the end of Part (H) into the
A/C Plug-In in Part (I). Plug the
A/C Plug receptacle into a wall socket.
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Do not use any A/C Plug
Adapter other than the one pro-
vided with the Crusher.
