3. Select a smooth, level site and spread out the
tent body. Place tent body in the correct
orientation on the camp site and secure the
main four corners of the tent into the ground
using the included tent stakes. Place stakes into
rope loops and hammer them into the ground.

4. Spread the tent out flat, floor side down.
Use the illustration below as guide. Insert
stakes into the two stake loop at the end of
the opposite end. Hammer the stakes into
the ground at a 45 degree angle using a
hammer or mallet. Position poles as shown
below (as shown in Fig. 1.)

5. Begin slide the rear blue tape marked pole
into the rear pole sleeve. Have one person place
and hold an end of the rear pole (Blue Tape).
At this point set up pin need to place inside of
the pole end steel ferrule (Fig. 2.)Following the

same process now need to slide middle two line

red tape pole into the middle pole sleeve. At
this point set up pin need to place inside of the
pole end steel ferrule. Now for balance white
color need to slide into the front pole sleeve.
At this point set up pin need to place inside of
the pole end steel ferrule.

» Assemble your tent before camping to become familiar with the assembly.
* Setup is possible for one person, however two people are recommended.
« Select a clean, level area for the campsite free of debris and sharp objects, and away
from a natural watercourse.
+ Use of a ground cloth is recommended to prolong the life of the tent floor and provide
additional insulation and moisture protection.
* To prevent damage to the zippers, unzip the doors and windows of the tent prior to disassembly,
allowing air to move freely.
+ Seam sealing the inside stitched seams of the tent is recommended. This will improve weather resistance.
Discoloration may occur if applied to outside seams. (Seam sealer not included).

Care and Maintenance

CLEANING:
Allow dirt to dry on the tent fabric after a rainfall before lightly sweeping it off with a brush. For tougher stains,
spray the area with water and lightly wipe it off with a few strokes. Do not use washer or dryer.

DO NOT SCRUB THE FABRIC. ALWAYS MAKE
SURE YOUR TENT IS COMPLETELY DRY BEFORE REPACKING.

Although our products are manufactured according to rigorous specifications, periods of wind or rain may
loosen the stakes and cause the frame to sink into the ground. This will weaken the structure’s overall rigidity.
Puddles may also form on the roof if the unit has not been assembled tightly. If pooling should occur it is
advisable to drain the fly to avoid possible damage to frames and fabric. Adjustment of guy lines may be
necessary. In case of inclement weather, remove valuables and seek appropriate shelter. Intended for
recreational use only.

For your tent, screen house or canopy DO NOT...

- Pitch near an open fire.

- Use candles or open flames of any kind in or near.

- Leave children unattended inside.

- Use fuel-burning, oxygen-consuming devices (heaters, lanterns, cooking stoves or other
flame sources) inside.

- Refuel lamps, heaters or stoves inside.

- Smoke inside.

- Store flammable liquids inside.

- Use water repellent compounds other than those recommended for use on outdoor
equipment.
