FIREARMS SAFETY

When a firearm discharges, the bullet or shot can sirike a person, resulting in death or serious bodily injury.

Thi three basic keys to safe handling of firearms:

1. KEEP YOUR FINGER OFF THE TRIGGER UNTIL YOU ARE READY TO FIRE. Il you maintain good
trigger discipline, it is extremaly unlikely the firsarm will fire.

2. KEEP THE MUZZLE POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION. Even if the firearm discharges, if the muzzle

is pointed in a safe directon, no ong will ba injured.

3. MEVER TRUST ANY SAFETY MECHAMISM. If yvou adopt the attitude that you will nat trust any safety
mwechanism, you will be vigitant aboul keeping yeur finger off the trigger and keepang the muzzle peinted
in a safa direction.

Mover fire ab fargets ab close range, Ricocheds can and do cause death or serious bodily injury. What
congiilutes “close range” depends on many factors including farget material, bullet caliber and angle
ol imgact,

KMNOW WHAT IS BEHIND YOUR TARGET. Unless you are shooling into a bullet trap designed to capture
the type of ammunition you are firing, projectiles may pass through the target and strike anyane or anything
Deyond, Bulleds can travel mikes,

ALWAYS WEAR HEARING PROTECTION. Firearms are loud. The sound they generate is greater
indoors. Repeated exposure fo loud noises can cause deafness. Hearing protection is rated by decibel
reduction. Look for “dB" reduction of 30 or more when purchasing ear protection, Modern ear pratection
can allow normal hearing watil the sound from the discharge reachas the ear. Layaring hearing proaction,
for example, wearing 30db rated foam plugs with 20db rated ear muffs, significant protection can
be achieved.

ALWAYS WEAR EYE PROTECTIOM. In normal oparation, firsarms amit hot high-velocity gases, parficles
and metal. Theae materials flying into your eye can cause blindness. Protect your vision with proper eye
prodection, Any eye pratection may be betier than none, but look for ANSI Z87.1-2003 certrfied eyewear for the
st protection,

NEVER HAMNDLE FIREARMS WHILE UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF DRUGS OR ALCOHOL. Firsarms
are dangerous, Handling firearms while impaired by drugs or alcohol Is fockhardy and may result in serlous
injury or daalh. This warning incledes prascription drugs thal contain a warning aboul using machinary or
driving while taking the medication.

MODIFIED FIREARMS ARE DANGEROUS, AND USE CAN RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH.
“Trigger jobs,” polishing original componants or installing aflermarkat parts can cause a firsarm to function
in ways different than intended.

FIREARMS SAFETY SYSTEMS

Firearms safety is supported by @ system, With your pistol, the gystern iz made up of the following:

1. You! Your imvohement in safety cannot be overemphasized. No safety component can keep your finger
off the trigger and the muzzle pointed in & safe direction. Alse, you are the key to never trusting amy of the
machanical parts of the salely system,

2. Loaded chamber indicator. When a cartridge is loaded in the chamber, the lnaded chamber indicator
profrudes from the top of the slide just behind the ejection port, and its surface can be seen or felt withouwt
i nad for pulling the slide back 1o check the chambsar,

The loaded chamber indicator should nesver be used @5 a subslitule

lor wisually checking or lesling for an empty chamber with your finges
when “cleaning” or emptying & pistol

3. Taurus Memory Pad™. It is important to keep your finger off the frigger until you are ready o press the
trigger and fire the pistol. If you keep your finger off the trigger you will not press it by accident and fire the
pistol before you are ready to do o, thereby avoiding accidents, The Memary Pad gives you a consistent
place 1o put your rigger finger off the trgger, bul in a ready position.

4. Manual Safety. Always use the manual safety. The manual safety is designed to prevent the gun from
being fired by blocking the trigger mechaniam. See pictures that llustrates the safety position. When you
do engage the sately, it needs to be all the way in the Sale position, net half way or al some other point in
ils traval. Do not play with the manual salely and you will aveid accidents,

5. Trigger Safety. The frigger safety's purpose |5 fo prevent the
trigger machanism frorm being actuated n the evenlt the firearm was

accidentally dropped in certain orentations. Once you are ready to
fire and depress the trigger, the trigger safety will automatically move
1o the fire position,

6. Firing Pin Block. The firing pin block’s purpose is fo prevent the
gumn from firing in the event the firsarm was accidentally dropped in
carlain orientations. The Finng Pin Block inlerlares wilh he forward
tranel of the firing pin until the frigger is pulled. Once you are ready to

firg, pressing the trigger moves this safety component from its “safe”
(blocking) position to its “fire” (free) position,




T Trigger Guard. This is a physical obstruction that helps prevent unintended pressing of the trigger or
trigger safety, Do not modify the trigger quarnd,

PISTOL AND REVOLVER SIZE AND SAFETY

The selection of a revolver wersus & pistol as well as the size, caliber and magazine capacity of 8 handgun
are personal choices. There are many choloes 1o be made, and there are advantages and disadvantages
lor each. When selecling a pistol, size has sately imphicabions because of the way peslols ane loaded,

Generally speaking, smaller handguns may require more attention to be handled safely than medium or
full-size: handguns, This is because their small size makes it easier 1o point the muzzle at your hand or 1o
“swidap” (Swing the muzzle across your body) yoursell in ordinary handling.

‘When chambering a round, we recommend pulling the slide fo the rear by gripping the rear of the slide,
with the muzzle pointed straight and away from your body and in a sale directon

SAFE CARRY CONDITION

"Safe Carry Condition” is the most ready-to-fire condition that the wuser feels is reasonable under the
circumstances. Generally, we believe that Taurus® pistols should be carried with a full magazine and an
amply chambaer, Under most clrcumstancaes, this provides the best balance of readiness and salely. On
the plus side, if the chamber is empty, unintended discharges are minimized. However, the slide must be
manipulated to load & round in the chamber. In emergency crcumstances, this can be difficult to do safely
and corracily,

If the user balieves that he or she is faced with an increased threat, chambering a round is appropriate.
For safety reasons, this should be done beforehand with the muzzle pointed in a safe direction, your finger
aff the Ingger and on the Memory Pad, I equipped, place the manual safety in the “safe” position, How
do you know you may be going into a more dangerous situation? That depends, If, for example, you camy
cash to deposit after & business cosing, this may well qualify, If & domestic partner is actively threatening
wou, this may qualify as well.

“Sale Carry Condition” i5 a judgment call and must be made by the user. Soma users routinely face greatar
threats than others. Usars must be aware of their situation and circumstances. Ermors in judgment can have
dire and tragic cutcomes if firearms are present,

CARRYING FIREARMS

Carrying a firearm can be dangerous. Carrying a firearm makes it more difficult to contral the muzzle and
makes it more likely that the firearm can be dropped or bumped cawsing the firearm to fire

In almost all circumstanceas, it is safest o carry a handgun in a holster designed for that specific handgun.
Carrying & handgun in & pocket without a specific designed In-Pocket Holster or a trigger shield or in a
walst band without a belt clip ks always a last cholce, Carrying any handgun in a holster that fits the firearm
and slyle ol carry should prevent il from accidanally talling and you from losing contral of the muzzle.

Ewxcept in rare high-threat circumstances, carmy your pistol with 8 full magazine and &an empty chamber.

If the chamber ks empty, the pistol cannat fire,

D mal carry wour firganm in any way mal might led it fall or be bumped, I a lirearrm [aBs or is bumped, il
may fire.

Always review and follow the: bolster or luggage manufacturer's instructions or the firearm may fall or be
burmged and fire

FIREARMS STORAGE ANDO GUN LOCKS

How you secure your firearms is & personal choice based on the wnigque circumstances in your homs,
business or vehicle and the laws of the state where your firearm is located, Any choice you make
aboul securing your lirgarms will present advantages and disadvanlages. 11 is up 1o you lo weigh hose
advantages and disadvantages and choose which security method is best for you and those around you.

MNever lock a firearm with a round of ammuniton in the chamber. Unlocking & loaded lirearm makes it mone
difficult 1o maintain trigger disciplne and o keep the muzzle pointed in & sate direction.

Secuwring your firearm may inhibit access in a defensive sitluation and may result in injury or death,

Fadure 10 secure a lirearm may resull ininjury o death, Properly Securing & linganmm means Sioring your
lrearm unloaded, decocked and secunely kacked, with all ammunition in & separate location,

SIGHT ADJUSTMENT

WINDAGE ADJUSTMENT

The rear sight can also be adjusted for windage. Turn the windage adjusting screw clockwise to move the
nadch, and point of impact, to right side. Turn the windage adjusting screw counterclockwise o move the
To adjust, make sure the firearm is unlcaded and always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction nedch, and pesnt of impact, to lell side.

If poesible, leave the slide opan (full rearward position) during adjustment

ELEVATION ADJUSTMENT
The rear sight can be adjusted in elevation 1o raise or lower the point of impact, When raising the sight, the
point of impact rises. Lowering the sight, the point of impact is lowsred.




LOCKING DEVICE INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

To Install the Factory-Supplied Locking Device:

AMMUNITION

Using the wrong ammunition in your pistol cen result in serious bodily injury &nd damage to your pistol. “+P* ammunition can be dangerous. There is a detailed discussion about “+P* and “+P+" ammunition oo
Make cartain the ammunition you load in the magazine is the same caliber as is marked on the pistol page 24 of this manual. Until you heve resd that information, do not fire any ammunition marked “+P* in

your pistal.

Use only clean, dry factory-loaded ammunition. Old, damaged, wet or oily ammunition may fire at pressures
higher than ndustry standard, causing injury 1o you and bystanders or damage 1o your pistol,

Mewar fire ammunition marked “+P+" in your pistol. +P+ may not comply with industry standards as to
chambar pressures

D rod e reloaded ammunition in pour pistol, Bs fliing pressures are unknown and may well exceed
industry standard, causing injury to you and bystanders or demage to your pistol.

Odd sounds are signs of trowble. i a round *doas not sound right” whan it goes off, stop firing right away.
A bullet may be stuck in the barrel. Firing the pistol i this condition may cause pressures higher than
indusiry standard, cawsing injury to you and bystanders or damage to your pistol.

11 yau hear any odd Sounds when liing your pistel, stop lirng, clear the pistol and “Reld stig” (or disassemble)
the pistol in Bocordance with the procedures listed in this manual. Once the barrel is rermowved from the slide,
loak down the bare, IF youw do nod ses light, there is something Stuck in the Bore, Do nod fing the pishol again,
and take the pistol 1o & competent gunemith or contact the Tawres™ Service departmant at 300-327-3776.

SOMETIMES A CARTRIDGE OR SHELL CASE MAY BECOME “JAMMED™” OR STUCK IN THE PISTOL.
TO CLEAR THE JAM, (1) POINT THE MUZZLE IN A SAFE DIRECTION, (2) KEEP YOUR FINGER OFF
THE TRIGGER AND ON THE MEMORY PAD, (3) REMOVE THE MAGAZINE, THEN {4) PULL BACK THE
SLIDE AND LOCK ITTOTHE REAR. THE JAMMED CARTRIDGE OR CASE CAN NOW BE REMOVED BY
SHAKING OR PICKING IT OUT.

The slide opens and shuts quickly while firing. Keep face and hands away from rear of slide. Hot brass is
