The thres basic keys to safe handling of firearms:

1. KEEP YOUR FINGER OFF THE TRIGGER UNTIL YOU ARE READY TO FIRE. If you maintain good
trigger discipling, it is extremaly unlikely the fissarm will fire,

2. KEEP THE MUZZLE POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION. Even if the firearm discharges, if the muzzle
is pointed in a sale direction, ne one will be injured,

3. NEVER TRUST ANY SAFETY MECHANISM. If you adopt the attitude that you will ot trust any safety
mechanism, you will be vigitant about keeping your finger off the frigger and keeping the muzzle pointed
in & sake direction

Wihen a firaarm discharges, the bullet or shot can strike a person, resulting in death or serious bodily injury.

Mewar fire at targets at close range. Ricochets can and do cause death or sarious bodily injury. What
constitutes “close range” depends on many factors including target matarial, bullet caliber and angls
of imgact,

KEMNOW WHAT IS BEHIND YOUR TARGET. Unleas you are shooting into a bullet trap designed to capture
the type of ammundtion you ane firing, projectiles may pass through the target and strike anyona of amthing
beyord. Bulles can travel miles.




ALWAYS WEAR HEARING PROTECTION. Firearms are loud. The sound they generats is greater indoars.
Repeated exposure to loud noises can cause deafness, Hearing protection is rated by decibel reduction.
Look for “dB” reduction of 30 or mare when purchasing ear protection. Modern ear protection can allow
normal haaring wntil the sownd from the discharge reaches the ear. Signilicant profection can be achieved
by layering hearing protection, for example, wearing 30dE rated foam plugs along with 20dB rated ear muffs.

ALWAYS WEAR EYE PROTECTION, In normal operation, firearms emit hot high-velocity gases, particles
and malal. These materials flying into your aye can causa blindness. Protect your vision wilth proper eye
profection. Any eye protection may be better than none, but look for ANES] 287 1-2003 cerified eyewear for the
best protection,

NEVER HANDLE FIREARMS WHILE UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF DRUGS OR ALCOHOL. Firearms
are dangerous. Handling firearma while impaired by drugs or alcohol is foolhardy and can result in serious
injury or death, This warning includes prescription drugs that contain a warning about using machinery of
driving while Laking tha meadication.

MODIFIED FIREARMS ARE DANGEROQUS, AND USE CAN RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH.

“Trigger jobs,” polishing onginal componants or installing atermarkel pars can cause a firearm to function
in ways differant than intended. Some such work may also be illegal,

DAMAGED FIREARMS ARE DANGEROUS, AND USE CAN RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH.
Repairs should always be made by a qualiied gunsmith or by a tactory-authosized repair site, Work dong
by thosa unfamiliar with the design can cause a firearm to function in ways different than intended.

Az owner of your new Heritage firearm, you are responsible for: (1) newver carrying with a ve cartridge
under the hammer; (2) keeping your finger off the trigger; (3) pointing the muzzle in & safe dirsction; (4)
using your thumb 1o open loading gate, cock the hammer to the second click, and turming the cylinder; and
(5) inspecting each chamber to confirm the revober is emply.

FIREARMS SAFETY SYSTEMS

Firearms safety is supported by & system. With your revolver, the system is made up of the following:

1. You! Your invelvamaent in salely cannol be overemphasizoed. Mo salely component can keep your linger
off the trigger and the muzzle pointed in a safe dirsction. Also. you are the key to never trusting any of the
mechanical parts of the safety system,

2. Hammer Block. Always usa the manual hammer block. I is designed to pravent the hammer fram baing
able o contact the firing pin. When you need it to work, it needs to be all the way in the up (safe) position,
not half way or at some other point in #s travel. Don't play with the hammer block and you will @void
accidents, Aways keep the hammer block in the up (sale) posiion unless actually firing.

3. Trigger Guard. This is a physical obstruction that helps prevent unintended pressing of the trigger. Do
not modify the tigger guard.
4.This Manual. Use this manual o learn about your revobver and to help you use your revaheer safaly. If you

use the manual, you will be a long way toward being & knowledgeable and safe firearms owner.

5. Online Resources. Heritagemlg.com hosts a library of videos concerning salely and related issues,
This library is baing supplementad and revised. Please visit the site and take advantage of what is available
there as part of your education regarding wsing your revolver in a safe fashion.
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CARRYING FIREARMS

Carrying a firearm can be dangerous and puts great responsibility on the person in possession of the
firzarm, Carrying or handling a firearm makes it more difficult to maintain control over the muzzle and
makes b mone likely that the firearm may be dropped or bumped, resulting in the firearm discharging.
There are advantages and disadvantages to various methods of carrying any firearm. Educate yourself
and chooses which carry method is best for you and those around you.

Im almost all circumstances, it s salest o carry & handgun in a bolster designed for hal specilic handgun,
Carrying a handgun in a pocket or in 8 waistband is always a last choica. Carrying any handgun in a holster
that fita the firsarm shoukd prevent it from accidentally falling and you from losing control of the muzzle.
Herltage revolvers should be carrled with an empty chamber under the hammer,

PISTOL AND REVOLVER SIZE AND SAFETY
The selaction of a revalver varsus a pistol as well as the size, caliber and magazine capacity of handgun

are personal choices. There are many choices to be made, and there are advantages and disadvantages
for each.

Genarally speaking, smaller handguns may require more attention to be handled safely than medium or
full-size handguns, This is because their small size makes it easier to point the muzzle at your hand or to
“gweap” (swing the muzzle across your body) yourself or others In ordinary handling,

‘When loading the cylindar keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction.




Do not carry this revoleer with &8 lve cartridge wnder the hammer and finng pin. Keeping an empty
chamber wnder the hammer with the hammer block in the up (safe) posibon is good insurance against
accidental firing.

FIREARMS STORAGE AND GUN LOCKS

How you secure your firearms is a personal choice based on the unigue circumstances in your home,
business or vehicle and the laws of the state where your firearm is located, Any choice you make about
sacuring your firearms will present advantages and disadvantages. You must weigh those advantages and
disadvantages and choose which sacurity mathod is best for you and those around you.

MNever lock & loaded firearm. Unlocking & loaded firearm makes it more difficull 1o maintain iigger discipline
and 1o keep the muzzle pointed In a safe direction.

Sacuring your firearm may inhibit access in a defensive siluation and may result in injury or death,

Fadure 10 secure a lirgarm may resull ininjury o death, Properdy securing a liréamm means 3r¢-ring o

Using the wrong ammunition in your revohler can result nsarious bodily injury and damage to your revolver.

Make ceriain the ammundtion you loed s the same caliber as (s marked on the revolver.

Use only clasn, dry 1ectony-loaded ammunition. Old, damagesd, wat or oily emmunition may fire &t pressuras highar than
incustry standard, causing injury to you and byslanders of damags o your revolver.

Do raat veser reloadied ammunition in your revoler, s finng pressunes are unknown and may wel eaceed industny standard,
causing njury 1o you and bystanders ar damage o your resabear,

Odd sounds are eigna of noudle. @ round “toes not sound nght” when i goes off, stop fiing nght awey. A buliet may be
atuck in the barmal. Firing 1he revisaer in this condition wil cause injury 1o you and bystandens or demage 10 your revoher.

IF you hesar arry add sounds when firing your revoler, slop linng, and unload the revolver in scoandance wilh Bwe procedure
in this manual. Once nisaded and al oylinders are emply and diear, with the cylinder remosed, nspect the bare, 1 you
dan't sea light, thare is someshing stuck in tha bara, Do nat fire tha ravciver again and take the revoler 1o a qualfied

A CLASSIC “FOUR CLICK" SINGLE-ACTION REVOLVER

Your Rough Rider is a classic “four click™ single-action revoher. With the Aough Rider pointed in a safe
direction, the hammer biock in the up (safe) position and your finger outside the trigger guard, pull the hammer
back to the first “click” This ks the old Colt “safety notch” DO NOT RELY ON THE SAFETY NOTCH.
Always laave an emply chamber under the hammer. See LOADING section.

Pull the hammer back to the second notch (or click), This is the “loading notch.” In this position the cylinder
spins freely and the Rough Rider can be loaded and unloaded throwgh the loading gate when it Is open.

The third nofch is of no consequence to the shooter. Pull the hammer all the way to the rear or fourth nofch.
This is the “cocked” position and the Rough Rider will fire if the hammer block is in the down (fire) position
and & loaded carrdge s under the hamrmer,

Singhe-action revolvers such as the Rough Rider can firg if your thumb slips off of the hammer spur while
you ane pulling e Wrgoer 1o lower the harmmer,




Fractice lowering the hammer with your Rough Rider cormpletely emply and pointed in a safe direction walil
you are combortable.

A CAUTION

Plaase ba sure not fo “dry fira” the revohear, IF you cock the hammer and pull the frigger on an empty chamiber

and the hamrmier block & nod in the “up™ pasition, the hammer will strike the liring pin, GALSIng I firing pin to

It you experience didficulty in unloading your Rough Rider, STOR! Make certain the hammer block is in the
up (safa) position. With the Rough Rider pointad in 8 safe direction, lowear the hammer to the first notch (old
safety notch). Take your Rough Rider to a qualifiad gunsmith.

Do nod carry this revolver with & live round chambered under the hammer and firling pin. Keeping an
emply chamber under the hammer with the hammer block in the up position s good insurance against
eccidental firing.

LOADING
Loading your revolver 1o carry and koading your revolver to shoot right away are very different,

If wou must carry your Rough Rider, for models with a 6 shot cylinder, "load one, skip one, load four".
For models with a 9 shat cylinder, “load one, skip one, load 7°, That way your Rough Rider will have an
emply chamber under the lowered hammer, but will fire when you cock the hammes back and pull the trigger.

LOADING TO CARRY

1. Point the revalver in a safe direction,

Quick draw andior fanning the hammer are dangerocus and abusive 1o youwr revolver. MNever quick draw a
loaded revolver. Fanning and guick drawing will void your manufacturer's wananty.

All revotvers have & side blast of cylinder gas. As hot gases push the bullet down the barel, gas will escape
fram the gap between the barrel and the cylinder. Be swre that onlookers are behind you.

Always hsten for squib loads. A squib load is & projectile that gets sluck in the barrel. It has an abnormal
sound upon discharge. This malfunction |s dangerows because, If disregarded, you may fire anoter round
directly inta the obstructed barrel, causing your gun to “explode” and incuming injuries to you &nd those
around you.

Keep people behind and away from you and keep your hands and body clear of the sides of the revolver
whaen firing. Always wear safaty glasses whan firing thés or any ather firearm.

Exposure to fiing without ear protection will leed 10 hearing loss. Always be sure fo wesr Bpproprigte
hearing protection when firing. Ask your local deaksr to show you what is available 1o profect your ears from
hearing loss.

CHANGING CYLINDERS
1. Keap the hammer block in the up (sale) position.
2. Full the hammer back to the second notch (or click).

3. Check every chamber lo be sure it & emply. Never
change cylinders that are loaded.

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Newer remove or inatall a leeded cylinder. If dropped or streck on & hard surface, the ammandion can fire.

‘When firing any revobhar, ba sure all persons are a safe distance io the
raar of the shootar. When fired, all revolvars discharge hot gas and particles

through thie charance gap bebween the cylinder and rear of the barmel during
nofmial use.

When Tiring any revoher, always be cerdain thal noething including yous
hands, lingers, and any body pans are nob in the path of hol gases and
pariicles which are discharged from the frent and sides of the cylinder.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. The firearm may be cleaned and lubricated under normal conditions withaut the need of any disassembhy,
Do ned disassemble the barrel.

2. In gpecial conditions, such as repairs, when disassembly is necessary, it is recommended the firearm be
returned fo the factory or sent 1o a gualified gunsmith.




3. To kesp 8 gun in good condition, it must be kept clean and covered with a light film of good quality gun
oil to prevent corrosion. This is especially necessary after use.

4, Far normal eleaning of firearm not used or kept in storage lor some time, rub it with a lghtly alled cloth.
In the same way, procead wilh the bore of the barral. The barel should ba clean and lell free of debris.
The excess oil must be removed, but a thin protecting film shoukd remain. Dust should be removed from all
crevices with a small, clean brush.

5, Far cleaning after shooting, all powder residwes should De removed Trom the barred and other adjacaent
areas subject o such deposits, with appropriate brush, If particles of lead are deteciad in barral they must
be scrubbed with a brass brush, drenched with oil. Once cleaned, lubrication should be done as above
deacribed, When shooting more than 200 rounds in a row, your firrarm should be cleaned before further
shoofing.

. Do not keap handguns in contact with materials that atiract moisture or possess a cerlain degree of
acidity, or in environments with great vanation of temperature or of humidity. Avoid the use of cloth holsters
or any cther meisture retaining material.

T the firearmm is o be stored lor & long period of time, care should be laken with metal surfaces in onder
1o pratact tham against corrosion.

Before cleaning: (1) keep the muzzle pointed n a sale direction, [(2) keep your finger off the irigges,
() ke hie hammier block in the up position, (4) pul the bammeer back 1o the second nolch [or click), (5]
open koading gate, and (8) rotale the cylinder clockwise and check every chamber o be sure it is amply,

Please follow these sugoestions 1o expedile serice n the United States 1o returmn any firgarm o us for
adjustmant or repair.

1. Federal law permits you to return your firearm to the manufacturer for service via common carmiers.
However, state and local firearms laws vary greathy; you shoukd consult vour local prosecuting alorney
regarding any restrictive laws in your jurisdiction regarding youwr shipment or receipt of firearms. With the
above in mind, it is strongly recommended that any firsarm sent to us for repair be sent through a federally
licensed dealer,

2. All firearms must be shipped to us prepaid. WE WILL MOT ACCEPT COLLECT SHIPMENTS.

3. Be sure to enclose a lefler statlng your name, address and telephone number as well &5 serial numkber,
caliber and barral langth of your firsarm. Also state the nalure of trouble experienced or work regquired.
Merely stating "defective” or “repair as necessary” is inadequate information. Be specific and enclose
coples of any previous comespondence. Work (other than warranty repair) will bear minimum labor charge
of $35.00

4. FIREARMSE MUST BE SHIPFED UMLOADED. Double check the chambers of your firearm before
shipping, If firearms are sent to Heritage in a loaded condition, we are required by law to notify the

PARTS

Firearms require periodic maintenance, inspection, adjustment and repair. § your revolver has a
malfunction, be safe. Stop firing, “clear” and wunload the revoler and take it to a qualified gunamith, Bedore
shooting it again, contact our Sustomer Care depariment il you have any questions.
